1 JEAN DES VIGNES, BLANCE SEC, VIN DE PAYS DU GERS FRENCH. Bottle £16.00 
A crisp, refreshing dry white, of real character, made from local Colombard and Ugni Blance 175ml glass £4.25

2 JEAN DES VIGNES, ROUGE, VIN DE PAYS DU GERS FRENCH. Bottle £16.00
An appetising red, made from a mixture of local Gascon grape varieties 175ml glass £4.25
and a pleasing helping of Merlot.

3 JEAN DES VIGNES, BLANC DEMI SEC, VIN DE PAYS DU GERS FRENCH. Bottle £16.00
From the same blend of grapes as the blanc Sec, but with a touch of sweetness, 175ml glass £4.25
giving a softer, rounder style.

WHITE WINES

4. SEMILLON/CHARDONNAY, CANOE TREE, SOUTH EASTERN AUSTRALIA £19.00
Fresh, peachy fruit with excellent depth of flavour.  Easy drinking.

5. SAUVIGNON BLANC, CASA RIVAS, CENTRAL VALLEY, CHILE £19.50
This is clean and fresh with aromas of ripe grapefruit and lemon zest.

6. CHENIN BLANC, BAIN’S WAY, WELLINGTON, SOUTH AFRICA £20.00
Aromas of ripe guava and peach infused with a delicate spice. Dry, with zingy tropical fruit.

7. PINOT GRIGIO, IL COLLE, VENETO, ITALY £21.00
Aromas of peaches and spice lead to a soft palate with a crisp finish.

8. PICPOUL DE PINET, LE JADE, LANGUEDOC, FRANCE £22.00
A fresh and delicious ‘melange’ of ripe citrus and pear flavours. Picpoul is perhaps the Languedoc’s answer to Muscadet.

9. SAUVIGNON BLANC, STONY BANK, MARLBOROUGH, NEW ZEALAND £24.00
Vibrant gooseberry and tropical fruit flavours. Dry and refreshing. Classical NZ Sauvignon.

RED WINES

10. PINOT NOIR. PAPARUDA, CRAMELE RECAS, ROMANIA £18.50
Pure and simple Pinot Noir. Juicy cherry and berry fruit with a touch of spice.

11. PINOTAGE, BAIN’S WAY, WELLINGTON, SOUTH AFRICA £20.00
South Africas signature red grapes packed with rich, red fruit and smooth tannins. Round.

12. MERLOT, CASA RIVAS, CENTRAL VALLEY, CHILE £20.00
Bright and vivacious, with soft, ripe plum and summer fruit flavours.

13. SHIRAZ/CABERNET, CANOE TREE, SOUTH EASTERN AUSTRALIA £21.00
Shiraz’s spicy blackberry and Cabernet’s rich blackcurrant fruit produce a generous, ripe wine. 

14. MALBEC, ESCONDIDO, MENDOZA, ARGENTINA £23.00
Brilliantly gluggable Malbec, Argentina’s ‘own’ red grape, from Patricio Gouguenheim.  Black cherries and plums.

15. RIOJA, NAVARDIA, BODEGAS BAGORDI, SPAIN £24.00
spicy, toasty aroma, rich, warm red fruit flavours and a smooth, oaky finish. Organic, too.

16.  ZINFANDEL, SCOTTO FAMILY, LODI, CALIFORNIA, USA £26.00
Old vines lend concentration of brambly black fruit to this lively Zin.

ROSÉ WINES

17. WHITE ZINFANDEL, FOX COVER, CALIFORNIA, USA £18.00
Not white at all, but a soft, red berry flavoured rosé, with some sweetness. Fruity and ‘off dry’.

Made fron Chardonnay and Pinot Noir grapes displaying an attractive pink colour
